UNTIL SHE CASHED IN HER $1,000,000 DC POWERBALL TICKET

that she learned she was now a millionaire! “I think I’'m still in shock. It really hasn’t quite sunk in yet,”
she smiled.

“We're excited for Ms. Gray and players who win prizes of all sizes! We can never stress enough to our
players, the importance of signing the back of your tickets,” says Interim Executive Director Tracey
Cohen, reminding players that signing the back of the ticket declares ownership and affirms to whom
prizes are paid.

Known as “America’s Game,” Powerball is a $2 multi-state lottery game played twice weekly on
Wednesdays and Saturdays in 44 states, the District of Columbia, Puerto Rico, and the US Virgin Islands.
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Founded in 1982, the DC Lottery is the District of Columbia Government agency that regulates the sale of gaming
products and charitable gaming activities in the District of Columbia. Since its inception, the DC Lottery has
awarded more than $3 billion in prizes, transferred more than $1.8 billion to the District’s General Fund which
supports essential services in the District, and has helped local nonprofits raise more than $127 million in support
of social causes.
